DOG LICENSE FEES

All dogs six (6) months or older that live within the City of Pewaukee are required to be licensed by April 1,
2011. Proof of a rabies vaccination and alteration are required and must be presented.

Pewaukee ordinances do not permit dogs to be at large. Animals must always be under the control of the
owner or leased. Pet owners are reminded that they must pick up after their pets. The keeping of more than
3 dogs will require a kennel license obtained from the city.

DO NO INCLUDE THE DOG LICENSE FEE WITH ANY OTHER PAYMENT.

Road — Pewaukee, WI 53072.
